Heaven came down to earth, Jesus came 
to specially call us out as a disciple, to become a brother 
and sister in the faith. His Divine blood, poured out for 
you and me is a sign that we are His, and His alone. 
Easter changed the world; Easter altered the journey of 
life forever Let us become an Easter people filled with 
enthusiasm sharing the good news of our faith.
