This month’s focus on catechesis is also an invitation 
for us to renew our understanding and appreciation of 
the treasures we have inherited through the Church – 
the sacraments, teachings, community, and the very 
presence of Christ in our lives. By deepening our 
knowledge of these things and treasuring them in our 
hearts, we can more confidently and joyfully share them 
with others. In doing so, we reflect God’s love and invite 
others to discover the greatest treasure of all: life in 
Christ.✜
